The historical, theoretical, scientific and practi-
cal aspects of architectural and restoration activities,

tional character. In contemporary architectural design
this problem is solved at the stage of developing urban
planning documentation and detailed plans for the
territory of historical areas, considering the system of
restrictions on architectural and urban planning activi-
ties in the protection zones of cultural heritage objects
of different use modes. The educational programs of the
KhNUCEA Department of Reconstruction and Restora-
tion of Architectural Objects have been developed con-

At the present stage, the problem of training for
related industries in the system of production, operation
of products and provision of services is especially rel-
evant. To a large extent, this is typical of medicine and
related industries that are engaged in the production
and operation of biotechnological devices and systems,
electronic medical devices and the provision of rehabili-
tation services in health and social protection systems.

Training of specialists in the field of prosthetics and
orthoses for the manufacture of means for the rehabilita-
tion of patients with musculoskeletal disorders. The aim
of the work is to highlight the experience of the main
stages of training of modern specialists for the prosthetic
industry according to international standards. To do this,
it isnecessary to consider the main approaches to the for-
mation of curricula, the organization of practical training
and the scientific component of the training program for
prosthetics and orthoses. From 2001 to 2012 according
with cooperation program between KNURE and the
Ukrainian Research Institute of Prosthetics 5 groups
of bachelors and specialists with a total of 72 graduates
underwent training under this program, 4 groups with
a total of 65 graduates underwent retraining. In order
to implement the project "Creation of prosthetic and
orthopedic education in Ukraine", based on an inter-
national agreement between the Ukrainian Research
Institute of Prosthetics, Kharkiv National University of
Radio Electronics and the School of Rehabilitation Sci-
ences (NS) began in January 2018 a training program for
teachers-trainers for prosthetics and orthoses according
to the educational program "Orthopedic Technologies
and Engineering"”, developed in accordance with the
international standard ISPO category II. The main stages
of cooperation, practical and scientific parts for master's
training in the specialty "Orthopedic Technologies and
Engineering"” in the specialty 163 — "Biomedical Engi-
neering" are considered. In accordance with the interna-
tional standard ISPO, a program for training specialists
in prosthetics and orthoses according to the scientific
plan "Orthopedic Technologies and Engineering” has
been created and started to operate. The perspective
of the work is the development of modern educational
content for the training of highly qualified specialists of
different levels of education in "Orthopedic Technolo-
gies and Engineering" in accordance with modern world
standards.

The article considers modern problems and prob-
lems that currently exist in hydraulic engineering and
hydropower, problems of land and water resources.
And also problems of training of experts. able to solve
these problems

Recently, the problems caused by existing large
hydraulic structures are increasingly mentioned. The
main problem is that the nodes of hydraulic structures
often form artificial reservoirs of a large plane. It often
happens that the depths of reservoirs are insignificant.
This situation is very unsatisfactory because the land is
used irrationally. which is a valuable resource and has
a high cost and can be used effectively for agriculture.
Creation of hydraulic structures, complexes of hydrau-
lic structures significantly change the hydrological,
biological. salt and thermal regimes of the river on
which they are built, the regime of groundwater move-
ment, cause climate change in the surrounding areas.
Cascades of hydraulic structures have a special influ-
ence. As an example, we can cite the Dnieper cascade of
hydroelectric power plants and compare the area of its
reservoirs and the amount of electricity generated by
its power plants with the world's largest hydroelectric
power plants.

In addition, shallow water bodies cause a significant
deterioration in water quality. And since reservoirs
are often a source of water supply for settlements and
industrial enterprises, this situation is controversial.
Intensive construction of hydraulic structures and their
complexes took place during the twentieth century,
many of them exhausted their resources and needed
either reconstruction or decommissioning. The reasons
for this state of affairs are the development of technol-
ogy, the emergence and development of other alterna-
tive energy sources for thermal and nuclear power
plants, other than hydraulic. Also, since the construc-



tion of many buildings, approaches to determining their
profitability and efficiency have changed.

Aspects of training specialists in hydraulic engi-
neering and water engineering, able to solve these
problems of the industry today, and those that will face
them in the near future are considered. The ability of a
competent professional to anticipate the consequences
of any action must be an integral part of it. Atten-
tion is drawn to the need to apply conceptually new
approaches to solving problems of construction of new
hydraulic and hydropower facilities, operation and
reconstruction of existing facilities.

The article considers new requirements for higher

Current trends in the development of the educa-
tion sector require significant changes in approaches,
methods, techniques and tasks of training. The chal-
lenges that arise need to be addressed, which will make
it possible to increase the competitiveness of higher
education seekers after their graduation, and, as a con-
sequence, to improve the competitiveness of the higher
education institution itself. The tasks that arise are: a
change in the approach to the educational process of
research and teaching staff, which must consist in the
interest of teachers themselves to improve the quality
of educational services they provide; a change in the
approach to the educational process of learners — stu-
dents, listeners, cadets, etc. — that is, it is necessary to
transform those who are taught into those who learn;
definition of criteria for the effectiveness of education,
which is obviously not only in achieving program learn-
ing outcomes.

The main criteria of efficiency of educational activ-
ity are formulated in the article. These criteria are
obviously not only the amount and strength of knowl-
edge and skills, competencies and program learning
outcomes. Using only such criteria, it is impossible to
fully assess the current requirements for the effective-
ness of education. In the conditions of market relations,
economic crisis, global mental restructuring, the main
criterion for the effectiveness of training of the special-
ist is the ability to employ him in various positions after

graduation, and possibly during training. What is more
important is the ability of the job seeker to self-improve
and master various competencies when changing
functional responsibilities. That is, a higher education
student must have a wide range of competencies, not
only deep ones, which will enable him to develop under
certain conditions in the performance of functional
duties. Such tasks make it possible to solve the use of
elements of dual education, distance technology using
modern technological solutions and motivation of par-
ticipants in the educational process to self-development.

The article concludes that the mutual combination
of dual education with distance learning technologies
should ultimately solve the urgent problem of training
an experienced specialist with a high level of compe-
tence who will be able to perform production tasks
without additional internship or training after gradu-
ation.

Popova L. REAS OF DEVELOPMENT OF HIGHER

The article investigates the main reasons that hin-
der the development of higher education and science
in Ukraine in the present conditions. Among these rea-
sons, the author stated the following: the gap between
secondary and higher education in the country, as well
as higher education and scientific and technical sphere;
high percentage of migration of the population of
Ukraine; insufficient level of funding for research; lack
of partnerships between business and higher education
institutions, which as a result contributes to the imbal-
ance of supply and demand in the labor market, etc.

TEIbOPMLANILS]

The author proposes the directions of development of
higher education and science in Ukraine, which solves
the existing problems in the field of modern higher
education and science in the present conditions.

Special attention is given to the need to provide uni-
versal design in education and science for low-mobility
groups (in particular, people with disabilities), as well
as to ensure accessibility to social infrastructure (in
particular, educational and scientific institutions). It is
emphasized that in the conditions of modern develop-
ment of civilization, when special attention is paid to
the protection of human rights and the citizen in all
spheres of life, it is advisable to introduce more effec-
tive measures in the field of education and science for
people with disabilities and other representatives of
the low-mobility population groups. The legislative
framework regulating the requirements for creating
unimpeded access to social infrastructure facilities
for low-mobility groups of population is analyzed. It is
noted that Ukraine does not comply with these require-
ments, although construction in the country is quite
active. It is emphasized that Ukraine, as a developed
European country, also needs to take care of everyone's
rights and provide accessible education and science.

Mohylna Y. The state of professional orientation of
schoolchildren in the modern Ukrainian school / / New
Collegium. 2021. No 1. P. 67—="70.

The article analyzes the state of the identified prob-
lem. It was found that vocational guidance in modern
schools of Ukraine is conducted at a low level, is inef-
fective and uses a narrow range of methods. Ways to
implement career guidance are mostly theoretical and
do not provide sufficient knowledge for a conscious
choice of profession. Lack of implementation of practical
ways deprives high school students of a deep under-
standing of the chosen profession, the ability to conduct
self-analysis and compare personal abilities and skills
with the requirements for the specialty.

For the most part, career guidance is reduced to the
propaganda work of higher education institutions. Stu-
dent visits by students and other activities organized by
universities are mostly aimed at acquainting students
with the peculiarities of studying in a particular univer-
sity, its advantages over other educational institutions.
However, such measures cannot be considered career
guidance, as they do not provide sufficient information
about professions, but only acquaint future entrants
with the specifics of training and provide general infor-
mation about the relevant professions.

In addition, in Ukraine there is no relationship
between the State Employment Center and the voca-
tional guidance of schoolchildren. This leads to an
imbalance between supply and demand in the labor
market, which in turn negatively affects the economic
situation of the country due to higher unemployment.
It also has a negative impact on social development,
because a person who has not been able to realize him-
self cannot be a socially active and life-satisfied citizen
who loves his country. Due to professional uncertainty
and misunderstanding by young people of the answer to
the question "Who am I?" loss of flair and abilities, the
development of which could bring the country advan-
tages, victories, economic independence.

Analysis of career guidance work in schools abroad
shows that career guidance in schools in Ukraine is at
a low level, lacks a number of important components
and does not have a positive impact on the social and
economic life of the country.

Technologization and informatization of society
create new ideas about the process of higher education
and its results, which cannot be achieved in traditional
education. The introduction of new technologies, the
creation of information and educational environment,
the involvement of active learning methods, design and
distance technologies open new prospects for improv-
ing the efficiency of the educational process. At the
same time, the shortcomings in using new technologies,
especially distance learning, reduce the productivity
of learning due to the unusualness and the need to
adapt both sides of the educational process. Real com-
munication, emotional contact, use of material objects
and devices are an integral part of effective mixed
education.

These shortcomings can be overcome and the pro-
ductivity of the educational process can be increased
through the introduction of blended learning, which
allows combining the advantages of traditional (full-
time) and distance education, rational use of study time,
increase student prepairing through the optimal ratio
of online and classroom activities. Mixed learning sys-
tems have already been implemented in the West, the
results of existing research confirm the high efficiency
of this model of education, which opens a new space
for both students and teachers, bringing the effective-
ness of higher education to a new level. However, such
a result is possible only if the whole list of technical
and pedagogical requirements to which this article is
devoted is satisfied.

The article examines the basic requirements for
the effective functioning of mixed learning in higher
education. The components of pedagogical competence
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of the teacher, which are necessary for the implementa-
tion of the system of mixed learning, are identified and
the potential ways of their development are given. The
advantages and disadvantages of mixed learning in the
current state are listed.

Bakay S. Pedagogy of partnership with social
institutions as a significant factor of interaction of
participants in the educational process between edu-
cational institutions and preschool institutions in the
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training of future educators // New Collegium. 2021.

The article considers aspects of pedagogical part-
nership between participants in the educational process
in educational institutions and preschool institutions as
an effective factor of interaction. The article analyzes
the principles, opportunities and ways of partnership
pedagogy as a system of effective interaction between
teachers, educators and parents for the purpose of
personal development of participants in the educational
process. The concepts of "partnership”, "partnership
pedagogy", "social institutions" in the system of rela-
tions between all participants in the educational process
(teachers, future educators, employees of preschool
educational institutions, parents) are revealed. The
paper focuses on the criteria that determine the effec-
tiveness of the idea of developing partnership relations
as the most productive system of relations in the context
of pedagogical interaction.

The article highlights the social and pedagogical
partnership as a separate form of social interaction
of an educational institution with individuals and the
importance of the determining role of a higher educa-
tional institution in the implementation of its personal
and developmental functions in the training of future
educators, which includes family, teachers, and the
administration of educational institutions. The article
considers the purpose and objectives of social and peda-
gogical partnership as the establishment of partner-
ship relations between participants in the educational
process to determine the value orientations of joint
activities and ways to achieve partnership.

Considered the possibilities of test control with
the use of infographics are considered, which allow:
to take into account specific features of the discipline;
solve the problem of improving the perception, under-
standing and memorization of information; compactly
provide large amounts of information; to strengthen the
motivation to study the discipline; intensify the learn-
ing process; to realize the creative potential of cadets
(students) and teachers through educational material.

The analysis results and generalization are pre-
sented of the experience of conducting online testing of
the level of formation of information and graphic com-
petencies of cadets (students) are given. The advantages
and disadvantages of closed-loop testing are analyzed.
Technological and methodical recommendations on
development and application of online tests with tasks
in the graphic form are formulated.

There is a positive impact of online testing using
elements of infographics not only on the quality of
control of knowledge, skills and abilities, but also on
the formation of professional culture of future military
lawyers in the process of training in the specialty.

The ways of improving the effectiveness of online
tests in tactical disciplines are proposed: including tasks
in graphical form in tests; the use of adaptive tests;

This article considers the stages of teaching the
scientific style of speech of foreign students in pre-
university training. Based on the analysis of the scien-
tific literature, it is concluded that the effectiveness of
classes in teaching oral language in a foreign language
is achieved through the use of communicative and
activity approaches, as well as the use of learning and
speech situations that will help bring learning closer to
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natural communication. Therefore, the methodological
basis is a threefold approach to learning theory. Given
the classification of stages of formation in foreign lis-
teners of full-fledged mental actions, four stages were
identified, through which it is necessary to conduct
foreign listeners in order to form in them speech skills
and abilities within the scientific style of speech. The
main task of the first stage (motivational-target) is to
direct foreign students to study the scientific style of
speech and develop interest in this discipline, mastering
which will allow them to participate in communication
in the educational and professional sphere and also
partially prepare them for professional activity. At the
content-preparatory stage, foreign students create
guidelines for mental activity, ie there is an acquaint-
ance and consolidation of grammatical constructions of
scientific style of speech and the necessary scientific
vocabulary, on the basis of which they will be able to
perform any speech tasks. At the communicative stage,
foreign students participate in communicative activi-
ties, forecasting and planning of speech, its production
based on the studied grammatical constructions and the
necessary scientific vocabulary, using speech etiquette,
realization of skills of dialogic and monologue speech
using educational speech terminology. At the final
analytical-corrective stage the analysis and correction
of formation of levels of oral speech of foreign listeners
is provided and is realized through independent work
on conversational educational and speech situations.

The article is devoted to the peculiarities of ethno-
oriented language teaching of foreign students. The
definition of communicative ethnostistics is given, its
object and subject are considered. The urgency of the
problem is substantiated. The aim of the work is to con-
sider different styles of national communication, as well
as the parameters that are used to describe the national
style of communication. Two main types of language
acquisition are considered — communicative and non-
communicative. Listeners of the communicative type
prefer an intuitive way of learning the language, they
easily learn the language during verbal communica-
tion. In most cases, they do not need deep theoretical
explanations of the language material; they work suc-
cesstully when attention is directed not to the learning
process itself, but to its content side. Students of the
non-communicative type are more inclined to analyze
linguistic material, to identify logical and grammatical
patterns in the language. It is emphasized that taking
into account the ethnopsychological characteristics,
mentality, national and cultural experience of rep-
resentatives of different countries contributes to the
organization of an effective educational processin a for-
eign audience and high-quality preparation of foreign
students for successful communication. It is concluded
that the national traditions of education and the associ-
ated styles of language acquisition must be taken into
account already in teaching the Ukrainian language at
the preparatory stage, which will optimize the process
of learning the Ukrainian language. An ethno-oriented
approach to teaching Ukrainian as a foreign language
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will allow teachers to adequately understand foreign
students; to determine the effectiveness of the most
acceptable forms and methods of teaching for repre-
sentatives of a certain ethnic group; provide concrete
assistance in solving problems of adaptation to a new
socio-cultural environment; identify the difficulties
that representatives of different ethnic groups face
during language acquisition. Ethno-oriented education
covers the interaction of the native and foreign (Ukrain-
ian) languages in the cultural and educational space.

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Severyn N., Cherniavska S. Conditions for Success-
ful Adaptation of Foreign Students in Ukraine /,/ New
Collegium. 2021. No 1. P. 114—118.

The article is devoted to the problem of foreign
students’ adaptation to the living and study conditions
in Ukraine. A brief review and an analysis of scientific
literature on the problem of studying the difficulties of
the individual’s adaptive processes and determining the
nature of the phenomenon and duration of the ‘culture
shock’ effect on foreigners are carried out. The aim of
the work is to find out the foreign students’ particular
features that affect the quality of academic performance,
and factors that contribute to the effective and comfort-
able adaptation of foreigners in conditions of stay in a
foreign culture. International education faculty of NTU
"KhPI" is an important stage in the system of training
foreign qualified specialists for foreign countries. There-
fore, curators need to properly organize the gradual entry
of foreign students into a foreign language culture, help
them get used to the living and socio-cultural conditions of
Ukraine, the new education system and the new language.
Getting students into a new cultural environment always
causes them "culture shock". In this regard, the lecturer-
curator needs to pay considerable attention to solving this
problem and finding new forms and methods of work to
successfully overcome it. The lecturer's assistance in the
process of adapting international students to new socio-
cultural conditions is the main factor that significantly
affects the success of students and the effectiveness of
the educational process. Preparing textbooks and manuals
contributes to the development of communication skills
and the formation of ideas about the cultural realities of
the country of the studied language. Successful adapta-
tion is facilitated by thematic lessons, writing abstracts
for the student scientific conference "Ukraine and the
World" under the curator’s supervision, preparing pres-
entations and speeches, vocational-guidance events, etc.
City presentation tours, trips to the Maxim Gorky Cen-
tral Park for Culture and Recreation, visiting the opera
and ballet theater, viewing art and other exhibitions,
getting acquainted with Ukrainian dishes, etc speed up
the cultural adaptation of foreign students. A successful
combination of academic and extracurricular activities
can significantly facilitate the entry of foreignersinto the
Ukrainian socio-cultural environment.

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Mokromenko O. Examples from practice of the
elementary education in Great Britain of the 19th cen-

The article studies the issue of the theory and practice
of the elementary education development in Great Britain
of the 19th century. A correlation between private initia-
tive and State assistance in the formation process of the
elementary schools net has been defined and proved by
the samples from the history of the elementary education
development. Special attention is given to the investiga-
tion of R.Owen’s private initiative on people education
activity. Three periods in this activity have been identified
according to changing R.Owen’s philosophy, publishing
new works, searching for new forms of his private initia-
tive on people education activity. New Lenark’s period
in his education activity has been considered. The main
trends of R.Owen’s education activity in the denoted
period have been characterized. The goal of R.Owen’s
public and education activity has been determined as
paying attention of people and British government to the
issue of creating and activity of elementary education
schools. Assistance for two British educational specialists
has been defined as one of the main trends in R.Owen’s
education activity. Taking a part in the creating standards
base of the elementary education development including
Factory Acts (1802-1819) has been described as a consider-
able contribution in R.Owen’s education activity. R.Owen
as a founder of kindergarten in Great Britain in 1816 ( a
part of his Institute) has been ascertained in the investi-
gation. R.Owen’s studying both native and foreign edu-
cational specialists experience has been pronounced the
significant part of his education activity. It is concluded
that elementary education school activity in Great Britain
of the 19th century is characterized by private initiative.
R.Owen’s education activity has received recognition in
the elementary education development in Great Britain
of the 19th century.
